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Linkage Lycoming Program  

The Linkage Lycoming program has two components: Information &      

Referral and Clearinghouse. The program is funded partially through the   

Lycoming County United Way.  

Linkage Lycoming’s Information & Referral: Links all inquirers (whether 

contacting the service via phone, email, or walk-in) with helpful human 

service source(s). Trained staff members identify and assess inquirers’ 

needs. They provide the location, telephone number, and other available 

information about service provider(s) to enable inquirer(s) to initiate 

contact and request assistance. Linkage Lycoming ensures that low-

income families or individuals in crisis will be referred to the most    

appropriate sources for such basic needs as rent, utilities, food, and    

personal items.  
 

 Linkage Lycoming also maintains and updates the Guide to Human Ser-

vices information in area phone books.  
 

Clearinghouse: Coordinates a partnership of 45 human service provider or-

ganizations that directly provide emergency material assistance. For ex-

ample, material aid provided by the American Rescue Workers, Salva-

tion Army, Son Light House and other community groups is tracked 

through a web-enabled database maintained by Linkage Lycoming. This 

information is available to all member agencies in order to maximize 

needed assistance and eliminate unnecessary duplication of services.

Early Head Start provides early, continuous and comprehensive     

year-round child development and family support services to        

pregnant women, infants, and toddlers, including those with           

disabilities.  

The Early Head Start Health Specialist visits the homes of pregnant 

women to support positive maternal and child health. Children from 

birth through age three and pregnant women in Lycoming and      

Clinton Counties are eligible for enrollment. Applications are          

accepted year-round and vacancies are filled from the waiting list. 

While children from low -income families have enrollment priority, 

children from higher -income families may be enrolled as well. There 

are two Early Head Start program models:

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YouthBuild Program  

STEP Inc.’s YouthBuild  Program is an education and training program   

designed to provide comprehensive services for eligible youth between the 

ages of 17 and 24. The program works with at-risk youth in achieving      

educational success, career training in construction trades, and eventually 

placement in high-growth, high-demand, high-income careers. Applicants  

are referred into the program and must meet criteria to enter the program.

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Welfare to Work Program  

STEP’s Welfare to Work Program  assists individuals in overcoming       

transportation barriers, allowing them to successfully obtain and retain     

employment and  develop the capacity to earn a life-sustaining income. 
 

The program utilizes already existing coordination structures, including    

River Valley Transit (RVT), STEP’s Shared-Ride, and Lock Haven Taxi, to  

provide the most cost-effective means of transportation assistance. Also, 

transitional transportation assistance is available through bus passes, shared-

ride transportation, vehicle repair subsidy, mileage reimbursement, and  

childcare transportation.  
 

Participants are limited to receiving benefits for a maximum of one year, 

with a maximum lifetime allowance of $5,000 in benefits. Assistance is   

provided on a gradually declining basis as participants achieve longevity in 

their employment and have the opportunity to develop self-sufficient means 

of transportation.  

Job Access Reverse Commute (JARC) Program  

STEP’s JARC Program promotes and expands employment options by    

increasing access to employment centers in Lycoming County.  
 

The JARC Program utilizes a successful partnership with RVT to provide, in 

addition to their fixed route service, a route/point deviation service 3/4 of a 

mile from any RVT fixed route within their service area. This service is tar-

geted to accommodate work trips for individuals with disabilities who need 

transportation to the Reach Road area, as well as the general employees.

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Parent-Child Home Program  

The STEP Parent-Child Home Program is a home visiting program that    

prepares 2- and 3 year-old children for school success by increasing language 

and literacy skills, enhancing social-emotional development and strengthen-

ing the parent-child relationship. 

A home visitor goes to the home twice each week for 30 minutes and takes a 

new book or educational toy for the child to keep. During visits, the home 

visitor shows the child’s parents ways to use the books and toys with their 

child to ensure school success. Two and 3-year-old children in Clinton and 

western Lycoming County, including those with disabilities, are eligible for 

enrollment. The Parent-Child Home Program takes applications year-round 

and fills vacancies from its waiting list as they occur.  There is no cost to 

participate, or for the books and toys, which the child may keep.

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Child Care Information Services (CCIS)  

The Child Care Information Services (CCIS) of Lycoming/Clinton County 

works to insure that eligible parents/caretakers are able to choose high    

quality early care for their children while they work and/or attend school. 

The program is funded through the Department of Public Welfare.  
 

CCIS administers two services:  

¶ Resource and Referral Services: All Lycoming/Clinton citizens are   

eligible for this service.

STEP Outreach works with individuals and families toward solutions for 

improving their quality of life, alleviating their crisis situation, and assisting 

them with making informed decisions about their futures. 
 

The Vision of Outreach Services is for individuals and families to learn to  

manage their own resources, and plan for their futures.  
 

STEP Outreach has partnerships with PPL Electric Utilities and UGI  Corpo-

ration’s subsidiaries: Penn Natural Gas, and Central Penn Gas. Qualified 

customers are offered affordable utility payments through their Customer 

Assistance Programs (CAPS). These programs offer a reduced monthly pay-

ment as coverage for utility service, cancel a portion of any debt owed to the 

company, and provide energy education and weatherization   services. 
  

Utility assistance programs include:   

¶ PPL OnTrack Program: Works with  households at or below 150% of 

Federal Poverty Income Guidelines (FPIG) on establishing a fixed,   

affordable monthly payment plan to pay for electrical usage.

Homelessness Prevention and Rapid Re-Housing Program (HPRP):        

Short term program created under the American Recovery and Reinvestment 

Act of 2009. The program is designed to help persons affected by the current      

economic crisis. Temporary financial assistance, housing relocation and   

stabilization services, and case management are all components of the      

program designed to alleviate the housing crisis for qualified participants.      

 

Priority is given to the newly unemployed, newly disabled, returning veterans 

and households that are at or less than 150% of the Federal Poverty Income 

Guideline (FPIG).  

 

Emergency Food and Shelter Program: Provides one month’s rental         

assistance for individuals transitioning from homelessness or for homeless 

prevention.

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Weatherization Assistance Program  

STEP, Inc.’s Weatherization Assistance Program (WAP) for Lycoming and 

Clinton Counties, a federally funded program under the Department of     

Energy (DOE), is designed to help eligible residents reduce their home ener-

gy costs. Weatherization measures are performed on houses, apartments, and 

mobile homes.   
       

After a client is determined to be eligible, an energy auditor visits the home,   

inspects the heating and water systems, and the dwelling itself. A blower 

door is used to determine air leakage into the home. The energy auditor re-

views information to determine what type of measures need to be performed.  
 

Three programs exist under  the WAP: 

¶ DOE Weatherization Program:         

Reduces total energy usage through 

technologies and analysis for house-

holds with incomes below 200% of the  

Federal Poverty Income  Guideline 

(FPIG). 

¶ PPL Weatherization Program:  Reduces   

electric usage for PPL customers with       

incomes below 150% of the FPIG . 

¶ Low Income Home Energy Assistance      

Program (LIHEAP) : Provides for winter      

emergency heating system troubleshooting 

and replacement for households with  in-

comes below 150% of the FPIG.

STEP, Inc.’s Housing & Building Initiatives is dedicated to the development 

and improvement of residential housing, in partnership with families,           

neighborhoods and local government. 
 

This program offers residential housing rehabilitation, accessibility and    

energy-efficient housing improvements to residents of Lycoming and Clinton 

Counties. Through community collaboration and partnerships with county 

and local municipal governments, and a multitude of other nonprofit        

organizations, the program leverages local, state, and federal housing        

resources.  
 

The program is income based. Eligible applicants must have a household  

income below 80% of the area’s median income level. Staff members      

engage eligible homeowners and renters in developing a plan to use        

identified resources to provide affordable, safe, accessible and energy-

efficient housing improvements. The program utilizes a  highly trained staff 

with demonstrated design and construction management capabilities, and 

extensive training and field experience in rough and finish carpentry, mason-

ry, plumbing, HVAC and energy conservation techniques.

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Affordable Housing Program 

STEP, Inc.’s Affordable Housing Program provides rental housing for 

very low and low-income family households, who have great          

difficulty in securing housing on the unassisted rental market.  

Eligibility Determination: Applicants must meet the income criteria as 

defined under federal regulations.  

Selection Criteria: Must be able and willing to do the following:  

¶ Pay rent in a timely manner, based on income documentation and 

previous rental history 

¶ Reside within the unit in a manner which is not detrimental to the 

health and safety of the other tenants 

¶ Abide by the provisions of the lease  

¶ Care for the unit in which they reside  

Application Requirements: 

¶ Credit reports and criminal checks  

¶ Landlord references for a minimum of three years prior  

¶ Employment references for a minimum of three years prior

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Housing Counseling: Pre-Purchase Counseling  

STEP Inc.’s Homeownership Counseling Program is designed to help clients 

¶ Identify if homeownership is a realistic goal; 

¶ Identify the barriers to reaching that goal; and 

¶ Develop an action plan to become mortgage-ready. 
 

Pre-Purchase Counseling: One-on-one counseling designed to provide  

support if clients are approved for Pennsylvania Housing Finance Agency 

(PHFA) Loans. A PHFA lender will provide a referral form for this program. 

The program is free to participants.   Components of the program include:

¶ Personalized “action plan” with specific goals to reach the dream of 

homeownership 

¶ Education on the home buying process 

¶ Education to become a better consumer 

¶ Individualized advocacy and support throughout the home selection and

¶ Assistance in locating a savings program and mortgage products that 

will best help clients to become  homeowners 
 

In addition to one-on-one counseling, Pre-Purchase Training Workshops are 

held as part of the program. They are designed to help clients determine if 

they are ready to buy a home, budget for homeownership, know how much 

home they can afford, understand financing options, select a realtor, know 

what to expect at closing, and prepare for their lives as homeowners.
